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Build-A-Swirl Stamp Class

Stamping is one of those rare hobbies that can be adapted to fit a variety of uses! Today 
we are going to look at stamping on a scrapbook layout. However, we are going to step it 
up a bit by using products that were created to be used on top of the stamped image. 
Curious yet? GOOD! Let’s get started! (All supplies listed at the end.) 
 

  
 
Step 1: First start off with your page background. Leave the red paper 12x12 and trim the 
yellow paper to 11x11. Use an edge punch to add some pizzazz to the yellow sheet. Add 
two 4x6 photos and a smaller piece of patterned paper tucked under the photos just a bit.  



 
 
Step 2: Collect your stamping supplies. For this project we will use Build-A-Swirl 
stamps and solvent ink (so your image will not smear when stamped on the photo area.)  
 

 
 
Step 3: Stamp your custom swirl on a piece of clear film from any package. (Each stamp 
package contains a variety of swirl sizes and left and right orientations.) Lay the film over 



your layout to see how the end result will look. Next, add the sheet of Say I t In Crystals, 
that were specially created to coordinate with these Pr ima stamps, on top of the stamped 
film! Since the packaging on the crystals is clear too, you can see the results before 
applying either product to your layout!  
 

 
 
 
Step 4: Once you are happy with the practice results, use the film as a guide to do the 
actual stamping on your layout recreating the swirl as you practiced on the film!  
 
Next, apply the crystal swirl over the stamped image. (The Build-A-Swirl stamps are 
created for ease of use and for a variety of custom swirls. You can have them perfectly 
match the Say I t In Crystals form or make up one of your own!) I love how the crystals 
add another layer to the stamped image!  



 
 
 
Step 5: Stamp two smaller swirls as shown, stamping directly on the layout (again-feel 
free to practice on a clear sheet first and lay it on your design for a preview!) Add 
flowers, leaves, a chipboard title, ribbon, flower centers and journaling strips as shown!  
 
The Build-A-Swirl stamp concept by Pr ima is so versatile that it can be used for a 
variety of projects-card making, altered arts, Scrapbooking, etc. The combination of the 
stamped image and the coordinating crystal swirls will add unique depth and dimension 
to every project!
